Least Access to the Gospel: Least Access to the Gospel: According to the Joshua Project, 
there are 3.28 billion people that have never heard the gospel or 
know who Jesus is. We partner with organizations dedicated to 
advancing the gospel in these areas among these people groups.

Women and Children: We seek to assist those who are supporting 
women and children in need, specifically those being exploited or 
trafficked, in some of the hardest and darkest places.

Extreme poverty: Extreme poverty: We partner with evangelistic and relief 
organizations to help provide clean water, stabilize food 
insecurity, provide opportunities for education and vocational 
training, basic financial services, and access to medical care with 
particular attention given to Sub-Saharan Africa where these 
conditions are the most difficult.
